Order of Business:

1. Call Meeting to Order

Rick Damren made a motion to open the meeting at 6:30 p.m.  Gary Mahler seconded the motion.  CLOSED 5/0
Unfinished Business:

1. New Town Office – Update – Uriah Pelletier
Uriah reported the electrical should be in next week.  He noted there were several problems with a lot of snow piling up in areas and coming off the roof, the snow projects. He would like to move the control unit around the building and put snow breaks on the roof.

2. Belgrade Lakes Village Reconstruction Project

Diane Oliver reviewed the letter the group had sent to the Selectboard.  They have sent out additional forms for fundraising.  They currently have raised $108,000.  

Ernest Rice reported he has spoken with Ernest Martin from MDOT about the lighting and the lighting requirement is 100 to 150 ft. spacing and it is three tenths of a mile, which means there will be approximately 36 lights.  Mr. Martin informed Ernie this is an estimation that could go either way, higher or lower.   Ernie reported that the Select board has the right to get out of a contract right up until the end.  An ordinance may have to be put in place requiring property owners to take care of the sidewalks in front of their homes and businesses.  The public hearing is expected to take place in March.  
Diane stated in order for the Friends to move forward they need a concrete vision. 

Mike Barrett and Greg Gill will work on the contract with Diane and Liz.  

Rick Damren asked if the Board had the legal right to enter into a contract with the Friends of Belgrade Lakes Village without taking it to the voters. The contract involves the Board entering into a contract with a non-profit group and has money involved.  
The Town Manager will take this to legal.
