Order of Business:
1. Open Meeting

Bruce Plourd made a motion to open the meeting at 6:00 p.m.  Rick Damren seconded the motion.  CLOSED 5/0
Unfinished Business:

1. New Town Office – Update

a. Hammond Lumber Representative, Kim Sylvester, was present for the meeting.  Kim reviewed the vinyl planking flooring that will be used in the new town office, primarily in the conference room, the meeting room, kitchen, treasurer’s office and the town manager’s office. The product is not slippery, will not warp if wet, is 6” x 48” and gets glued down into place.   

Gary Mahler made a motion to approve the Granada Walnut vinyl plank flooring.  Rick Damren seconded the motion. CLOSED 3/2 Against (Michael Barrett & Ernest Rice)
Kim pointed out that there is no distinction between where the tile ends and the vinyl flooring begins in the front office.  She asked if the Board would like to continue the tile into the front office and that it would hold up well to high traffic.  She noted that Hammond Lumber Company is giving a $5,000 credit if the tile is used in the office area.  
Rick Damren made a motion to approve the use of tile throughout the front office area.  Gary Mahler seconded the motion.  CLOSED 5/0
b. Attic Walkway

Rick Damren said that he had heard a couple of people had fallen through while up on the rafters.  

Gary Fuller said that he felt there was no need for a cat walk because after the attic area is insulated there will not be anything up there and no reason for no one to be in that area.  
Ernest Rice made a motion to not have walkways in the attic space. Gary Mahler seconded the motion.  CLOSED 5/0
Add-on: The Town Manager noted that the water test results have come back and they show there is no salt. He asked the Board if they wanted the wall removed that was put in initially for the osmosis system.  

Some Board members felt that water softening treatment system will still be needed, and before removing the wall, they wanted to check to see what size system would be needed.  They requested pricing and system sizing be acquired through the town’s Plumbing & Heating contractor, Bruce Galouch and from Jim Cormier.   
The Board would like this on the agenda for their February 16th, meeting for review.

2. Budget Articles

a. The Town Manager reported on the D.C. Stevens Fund. 

He provided a handout of the amount that could be taken out. He reported in 2002 that there was $387,399.44, and currently there is $617,028.04 available.  Approximately $13,000 is remaining from last year and there is another $15,000 that can be taken out.  He has it in writing from the bank that there is available $28,890.  

Rick Damren made a motion to authorize the article to allow for $16,310 from the D.C. Stevens Portfolio.  Gary Mahler seconded the motion.  CLOSED 5/0
Rick Damren made a motion to approve of the development of a committee to include members of the Budget Committee, Gary Mahler (as Selectperson representative) and members from the D. C. Stevens Committee. Bruce Plourd seconded the motion. CLOSED 5/0
b. Follow-up from Rebecca Seel

Becky provided a written recommendation to the Selectpersons.  There was extensive discussion on putting items out to bid that is over $10,000 annually.    
Bruce Plourd stated the Board just approved the assessing contract without going out to bid for $23,000.  He stated that he felt there are two different scenarios, some people are bidding an hourly wage while others are bidding a annual salary.   

Howard Holinger offered that even though some of the annual contracts are listed as an hourly wage there could be a projection on the amount of work that will need to be done in a year.   

At this time the Board has chosen not to make any changes, but will in the future the Board wants items to follow the town meeting established bid process.

Bruce Plourd made a motion to place the referendum questions out to a public hearing scheduled for Tuesday, February 16th, 2016 at 6:30 p.m. at the Center For All Seasons. Ernest Rice seconded the motion.  CLOSED 5/0
Ernest Rice made a motion to approve the annual Municipal Warrant for Town meeting.  Bruce Plourd seconded the motion.  CLOSED 5/0
