Order of Business:
1.Rick Damren made a motion to open the meeting.  Gary Mahler seconded the motion.  CLOSED 5/0
Unfinished Business:

1. Update on the new Town Office – Uria Pelletier, General Contractor

Uria reported that the plumber will be putting in the vents tomorrow, a handrail will be completed and installed, the front doors have been painted and the counters will be installed on Thursday.  Uria stated that the building would be ready for a second walk through punchlist.
The Town Manager reported that the movers would be available only two days in June, the 16th and the 27th.  The town will take Hammond Lumber Company up on its offer of using two men from Hammonds and a truck.  She reported that the town will leave a computer up as long as possible for the townspeople to come in and do business.  She requested the Board give permission for the Town Office to close on the 16th & the 17th of June for the move, reopening on the 20th of June. 

Gary Mahler made a motion to hire the movers and close June 16th & 17th for the move to the new town office.  Michael Barrett seconded the motion.  CLOSED 5/0
The Town Manager reported she had spoken with Kim Sylvester at Hammond Lumber Company and Kim said the faucets at the new town office are the same ones at Hammond Lumber and they have never had a problem.  

If the town can get everything in place by Friday the 17th, then it will be advertised on the sign that the town will be open for business that day.  

Uria Pelletier said he felt in the future the Board should take a look at putting crushed rock around the building, because when it rains the water pours off the roof and makes a mess with the loam.  
Gary Mahler commented that he would like to see some money set aside to buy some new furniture in the new town office in the future.

Gary Mahler made a motion to approve the recommendation of Will Chappelol the operations manager for Air & Water Quality Inc.  to add three suction points and upgrade the current exhaust fan to a high suction fan; the cost to be $1,245, with the money to come out of the facilities budget. The Town Manager reported that the state is willing to vacate 20’ of the State’s right of way at the current town office for a price.  The Board requested the Town Manager call and discuss the details of the offer and report back.

· The Town Manager handed out a budget spreadsheet for the new town office.  She reported that according to her calculations the town office is $82,828.98 over budget.  The Board briefly discussed holding a special town meeting. No decision was made.
· Rick Damren reported that Judy Hallowell has offered to donate the Plan 5 Cemetery at no charge.  This will take some time and may not be completed until next year.  Michael Barrett asked Rick to thank Judy for making the offer to donate Plan #5 and the town will have to accept the donation.
