Planning Board Meeting

Minutes for August 18, 2016 / 7 p.m.

Present: Peter Rushton, Chairman, Roger Derosier, George Seel, Craig Alexander, Rich Baker, Shawn Grant and Peter Sargent

Peter Rushton opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. He reviewed the roles of the Planning Board and the bylaws noting that when there is an action to be taken, alternates may participate in the discussion, but unless needed for a quorum vote, they do not have a vote. 

The Planning Board reviewed the minutes of the July 7th meeting.  George noted some edits that needed to be made.

Rich Baker made a motion to approve the minutes with the edits.  Roger Derosier seconded the motion. Voted 5/0

Unfinished Business:

1.Name: Tom Kenney
Owner : Richard J. Cane
Location: 39 Pickeral Lane, Pinkhams Cove/Great Pond
Map: 36 Lot: 13
Purpose: Rebuild Camp/ Remove & Replace
Tom Kenney and the Cains were present for the discussion of rebuilding their camp in Pinkham’s Cove. They have squared off the footprint of the building and revised the application as requested. He noted the camp would be moved over which means some trees on the front of the camp line will have to be removed.
The Planning Board asked what area is being removed. Mr. Cain said they had decided to remove the deck area. The PB requested he initial the plan to validate that they will be removing the deck area.  
Mr. Cain noted that he wants to change the slope of the property, which means some trees will have to be removed.
Rich Baker stated that for any excavation work a DEP permitting Permit by Rule would be required because it is within 75 ft. of the waterfront.

Tom stated that Maurice Childs would be doing the excavation work and they are aware of the permitting required. He also noted that the roof will be turned so it will not face the waterfront.
Roger Derosier made a motion to approve the application for rebuilding the camp with the following conditions;
1. The berm by the waterfront must be maintained.  
2. The roofline water runoff  must be managed and maintained using BMPs
3. Any trees removed must be replaced with native vegetation with trees, no less than 6 ft. tall and placed no further from the waterfront than those being removed.
George Seel seconded the motion. Voted 5/0
New Business:

1.Name: G & L Contracting – Adam Gardner
Owner : Rick Unterstein
Location: Hoyts Island /Great Pond
Map: 14 Lot: 64-E
Purpose: Addition to add a master bedroom and bath on the backside of the camp

Adam Gardner was present for the discussion. He stated that the existing camp is 70 ft. from the waterfront, but the proposed addition will be beyond the 100 ft. mark.  The interior of the existing camp will be renovated.  The building is 32 ft. long which includes the porch area.  The proposed construction on the back will have a higher roof line than the existing roofline. The proposed is 22 ft. in height.  The foundation is on cement pads and they will be bringing in crushed stone to level up the pads.  
There will be no site visit required because there will be no soil disturbances. 

George Seel noted that he feels the addition should incorporate BMPs where the roof is being altered and that crushed stone will be added. 

George Seel made a motion to approve the proposed addition with the following condition;

1. The storm water, BMPs are used to handle the runoff from all new roofing adding crushed gravel along the drip line edge of the new roof.  

Roger Derosier seconded the motion. Voted: 5/0

2. Approve the draft letter by the PB, Chair to the CEO for permitting or denying an Commercial Development Application

The Board made recommendations to the drafted letter, and set this letter as the standard to be sent to the Code Enforcement Officer for any CDO application.

3. Discussion of the Commercial Development Ordinance

The PB discussed the comments made by the Board of Selectpersons at their presentation of the CDO on Tuesday, August 2nd. They were in agreement that some changes could be made to addressed selectmen’s comments the Board and agreed it would be worth the effort.  

Rich Baker asked about putting the burden of notification cost on the applicant. He will get in touch with Chris Huck from KVCOG to discuss the legality of it.

George noted that during the review there were some errors in the draft of the CDO and that the screening requirement is not consistent with the Comprehensive Plan recommendations. He asked what the process would be going forward.  

Peter Rushton recommended holding informational meetings, a public hearing and printing of the document to have it ready by the end of September. He noted that the Board will have to refine parts of the document in the month of September. 
George will draft up some language to address some of the comments made by Selectpersons and get it to Peter Rushton for review and upon approval it will go to the Planning Board for review at their September 1st meeting. George asked if it was feasible for the Board could take one hour of each of the regularly scheduled meetings for the second meeting of October or in November for informational meetings. 

The PB discussed advertisement of the Informational Meeting, making the draft available and letting people know where they can find a copy.

The Board agreed to hold the first informational meeting on Thursday, October 20th.
